Description of Major Work

1. Gravel Driveway Installation
a. Owner applies for COA to install a gravel driveway at the rear of the property facing the
alleyway between 14" and 15™ Streets on the South Side of Rankin Street.
b. Conformity
i. There are existing gravel driveways on this alley.
ii. Gravel used will blend with and compliment that used in the alley itself (#57
LIMESTONE GRAVEL). This gravel is likely the same used in the alleyway.
iii. This will be a much cleaner, polished look compared to the existing lawn area
where it is extremely difficult to grow hardy grass.
2. Existing Fence Replacement
a. Owner applies for COA to replace existing, rotting fence on the side of the property
facing Rankin St and the section of fence facing North 15™ Street.
b. Conformity
i. The existing fence sections and gates as indicated are in an advanced state of
disrepair due to rot, age, storm damage and various other factors.
ii. From the owner’s perspective, these sections are an eyesore to the
neighborhood and should be replaced.
iii. The proposed fencing material is the same as used for enclosing the sandy
driveway off Rankin Street and adjacent to the guest house (1410 Rankin Street).
This fencing material was existing when the house was purchased in October of
2022.
iv. Replacing this fencing will give a uniform look to the fencing facing public rights-
of-way.
