Average Height: 20-50 ft
Flower Color: White
Notes: Nut-like fruit

Scientific name: Cercis canadensis
Average Height: 25-40 ft
Flower Color: Magenta
Notes: Flowers before leafing out; yellow
heart-shaped leaves in fall

Scientific name: Amelanchier arborea
Average Height: 15-30 ft
Flower Color: White
Notes: Red fall colors; produces early,
edible, blue fruit
